Don’t translate the text word for word — you
don’t need to have the same number of words in
your translation as the original text has.

Don’t miss out little but important words — e.g.
very, often, never.

Make sure you translate the correct meaning

of the tense — e.g. I play, I played, I will play, I
would play. Sometimes keywords and phrases —
like yesterday, in the future, later, usually — will
help you to identify the tense.
